1- EDUCATION

1.1 CONFLICT AGAINST THE ILLITERATE

For the deaf in  different regions who couldn’t go to school  

· Educator training on Sign language
· To collect the deaf  to  a same place

· Teaching Sign Language

· Teaching/Training something they need every day and training hand work

1.2 TEACHING

For the deaf children who have to go to school

· A statistic to be collaborated by the Population, National Education and the Health Ministry
· Training for the Educators and the teachers
· To send the deaf to the public school ( in a special class)

· To increase gradually the public school for the deaf.
2- INFORMATION

2.1 ON TV

· A summary of the News every Sunday at 02h the News by Sign Language ( 15mn)

· Something important or News on TV must be  written in the screen for example the President’s speech, cyclone…
2.2 PUBLIC PLACE
· A clear billposting  must put  on to help the deaf what they have to do or to go
· To put different billposting  for sensitizing  every body

3-1 In the different offices

· The deaf needs interpreter for the communication with the hearing ( in hospital, offices, exchange ideas)

3-2  AT SCHOOL
· During the exam, the deaf needs interpreter
· The deaf who continue their study at the University needs interpreter

· A deaf who trains a job  needs interpreter if the Educator doesn’t know signing..
3-3 IN SOCIETY
· In a meeting, in a speech, at Church deaf needs interpreter

· During their weeding  or in a party the deaf  must be interpreted.

So, the number of the interpreters must be increased and they have to be paid .
